Article from Amy Green: The Real School

The Catholic Education Commission of Victoria has recently released guidelines explaining how many hours a day
parents should be expecting their child to engage in learning from home.

We can all now breathe a sigh of relief — ahhhhh. Finally, it is clear, black and white, right in front of us. And to be
honest, it is also quite realistic and fair for everyone involved.

| think every teacher, can take relief in knowing these guidelines exist and should consider, if possible, adopting these
too.
Quite simply, it looks like this:

SIMB Y
2.5hrs/day: 45-60 minutes English, 30-45mins Mathematics and 30-60 minutes of other KLAQ

SI MR o
3hrs/day: 45-60 minutes English, 30-45mins Mathematics and 60-90 minutes of other KLAQ.

So now we know this, | think we have to be very careful in how we create what that 2.5 — 3.5/hrs a day of learning looks
like. It is time we knuckle down and focus on what really matters, essential learning, our MUST teach. When | look at
these guidelines, it is clear English and Mathematics, especially in a primary school, come out on top.

What we have to be careful of though, is that we don@get fooled into thinking quantity is going to help keep students
engaged, ensure they don®fall behind and that providing more is the answer to keeping students motivated to learn —

itisn@
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No doubt from this there will be some concerns from parents that this seemingly small amount of time isn®@enough. It
is. We just need to reassure them of this and explain why.
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Whilst 2.5-3.5 hrs might not seem a lot, we need to ensure parents that this time will be focused on essential learning
and what really matters at the moment (mostly English and Mathematics). We also need to remind them that the face-
to-face time teachers utilise will be connected to this. It is not about doing heaps or more, but actually less, ensuring
learning is focused, targeted and achievable.
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In a normal school day, students don@just sit in lessons all day, they also play, connect with others, work in groups,
have PE lessons outside, art lessons in the art room, go to the library, assemblies and buddy groups. Right now, this
isn@possible, which means there is a little more time at home which can be used for these things and more.
Encouraging parents to follow their childQinterests and asking what they want to learn about or do more of might be a
good place to start.
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At the moment things are already quite stressful for our students and the last thing we want to do is add to this by
providing them with more work and more to do. This is why learning time is limited to a few hours a day, focusing on
essential learning and carefully put together by teachers who know what their students need and who want them to
succeed. Extra time can then be used for things which still benefit and add to academic learning but won@create the
stress that learning sometimes does.

Now is the time to play more games, get a bit creative, spend time outdoors and learn something new — like how to do
the dishes or the latest dance!

Dear Parents,
| hope everyone is well and that your remote learning experience is becoming easier to manage.

| am writing in regards to computer use at home and in particular the Google Meets and Chat groups that staff
are using to make contact with your child.

We have had reports that students have been creating their own Google Meets and Chats using this forum to
talk with their friends.

While | understand that the children are missing their friends and are craving this social contact, we have also
had some reports that this is being done without parental knowledge, at learning time and in some instances
with inappropriate things being said.

As they are using the school based Google accounts to set up these meets, leadership have decided to limit the
access the children have to be able to start these meetings on their own.

| understand that there have also been circumstances where these meets have been beneficial, however right
from the outset it was one of the school@ major concerns that there would be instances where negative online
acts would occur and we would need to restrict the access the children have for the protection of all. | have
talked with other schools and they have had similar issues and similar responses.

If parents decide to use their own google accounts to set up these meetings, then that is your decision and hope-
fully something that you as a parent/guardian would be a part of. There are also many other ways to touch base
with friends eg: phone, Facetime and of course other computer platforms that families may have at home and |
would encourage you to use those. | would suggest that you have supervision in place so that your child/ren has
the best protection they can, not only from others but from themselves as well.

Thank you for your ongoing support. We believe that whilst this decision may be inconvenient, we believe that it
will also provide peace of mind knowing what your child/ren are doing at all times while on line with the schoolQ@
Google Meet program. It basically comes to down child safety.
